a. WMDC Community Asset Transfer Policy – Refer to Minute No.246a  
The Clerk informed members that the application that had been submitted was now with the Communities Team and she was awaiting contact from them so as to pursue this matter.

It was agreed that the information be noted.

b. Contractual matters relating to the refurbishment of the Windsurfer (Lakeside cafe) 
It was agreed that the update provided by the Clerk re: near completion stage be noted.
c. Club Terrace Allotment Land – refer to Minute No. 96 (2009/10)

The Clerk gave a review to members on what had been discussed and agreed 
by the Town Council in 2009 in relation to this land and the recent request 
received from WMDC. 

RESOLVED: that this Town Council still agrees in principal with moving 
forward and discussing the merits of the project however the Town Council 
would still be unable to fund a feasibility study. That the Clerk contacts 
WMDC to ascertain a way forward and reports back to Committee when she 
is receipt of information.
