CLUB TERRACE ALLOTMENT SITE


Members discussed the notes that had been circulated with the agenda.

Councillor Richardson stated that he agreed with the project in principal but 
had concerns over the period of lease being for 20 years. Councillor 
Richardson stated that his concerns were over the financial implications and 
the fact that the project required funding to continue so as to make this a 
sustainable development

Councillor Upson responded by explaining that the clause to be inserted into 
the lease agreement would protect the Town Council should the project fail.

Councillors Gorton & McIntyre felt this was an excellent scheme for the 
local people.

Councillor Upson proposed that the Urban Farm project be endorsed as per 
approval from the Policy Committee held 29 September 2009 and the 
recommendations from the Leisure 
& Recreation Committee held 20 
October 2009 be approved as detailed below:

CLUB TERRACE ALLOTMENT SITE - continued
a. That a rental cost for the site be charged at £1,000 per annum (calculated by taking the number of previous allotment plots on the site which was 60  and deducting 10 which will remain for allotment use by the Town Council = 50 x £20 per plot) 
b. A lease period of 20 years is agreed subject to legal advice being obtained for a clause to be inserted stating that if the project fails that the agreement is cancelled and the land reverts back to the Town Council. 

c. That a letter of consent be forwarded giving approval by this Town Council for the Urban Farm project on the Club Terrace Allotment site to include points a & b above.

This was seconded by Councillor Mellows.

RESOLVED: That by a vote of 6 for and 1 against the proposal was carried.
