Further to Minute No. 191, the Town Clerk provided an update and report 
on an offer received in relation to leasing the property.


Members discussed matters surrounding the offer and Councillor Swift 
proposed that the Chairs of Committees and the Chairman of the Town 
Council meet with the interested party to ascertain full details and that the 
Clerk obtains legal advice in relation to matters raised by the Councillors.

Councillor Richardson put forward the following amendment: That at least 1 
Independent Councillor be allowed to attend the meeting. This was seconded 
by Councillor Wilson.


RESOLVED: That by a vote of 3 for and 7 against the amendment was 
defeated.
